Call to Order

Pursuant to due call and notice, a work session of the City Council of the City of
Bemidji, Beltrami County, Minnesota, was held on Monday, April 27, 2026 at 5:30 p.m.
in the Council Chambers of City Hall, Mayor Prince presiding.

Roll Call
Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers were declared present: Prince, Fiskevold

Purpose of Work Session
2027 Middle School Drive NW Reconstruction — Corridor Study Update and Possible
Future Water & Sanitary Sewer Extensions

2027 Middle School Drive Reconstruction — Corridor Study Update
Anderson reported that in August 2025, council approved a proposal from KLJ
Engineering to complete a corridor study on Middle School Drive NW from 15t Street
NW to 23 Street NW in anticipation of road reconstruction in 2027 using federal grant
funding. Over the past eight months, KLJ has assisted city staff with data collection,
analysis, public engagement, and alternative formulation in anticipation of selecting a
road design for reconstruction next summer.

Anderson and the city’s consultant KLJ presented the findings of the Middle School
Drive NW Corridor Study for the segment from 15th Street to 23rd Street, programmed
with federal funding in 2027. The study identified heavy AM/PM school traffic, multiple
unsignalized access points, and significant pedestrian/student safety concerns,
particularly at the south (main) middle school access and at 15th Street. Traffic counts
collected in December 2025 (after opening of the 23rd Street roundabout) confirmed
acceptable operations at 23rd but operational deficiencies at 15th and at the south
middle school access during dismissal.

KLJ evaluated various traffic control and access options. For the south/main middle
school access, a single-lane roundabout is recommended to substantially reduce peak
delay, improve safety, calm speeds, and support future development to the west.

The bus access would retain side-street stop control, with a median added to better
channelize traffic and support staff's operational control during bus dismissal. For

the north/fields parking access, three alternatives were reviewed; staff recommended

a right-in/right-out configuration with a continuous median as the preferred option, citing
the greatest reduction in delay and crash potential, improved pedestrian safety, more
green space, and simpler winter maintenance.

Staff described a revised public engagement approach, including direct coordination
with ISD 31 transportation staff, a well-attended “pop-up” at the middle school’s
academic showcase, and an online survey that drew over 200 responses. Feedback
emphasized pedestrian and student safety, acknowledged existing congestion, and
showed growing acceptance of roundabouts, especially given positive experience

at 23rd & Middle School. Survey results and comments generally supported the
recommended alternatives, particularly the right-in/right-out option at the north access.

Council members expressed general support for staff's recommended concept layout:
« Single-lane roundabout at the south/main middle school access.
e Maintain side-street stop at the bus access with added median channelization.
« Implement right-in/right-out (RIRO) at the north/fields parking access with a
continuous median.

Council did not take formal action, but directed staff to proceed with further design and
coordination for the corridor improvements based on this preferred alternative.

Possible Future Water & Sanitary Sewer Extensions

Anderson reported that proposed construction dates for multiple segments of county
roads would allow an opportunity for potential municipal water & sanitary sewer
extensions. In the past, road reconstruction projects have been an opportunity to look at
needed upgrades to existing infrastructure or possible new extensions due to the road
replacement cost being covered by another entity which lessens the project cost for the
city to extend, upgrade, or repair its own infrastructure under that same road segment.

As of the latest update to the County’s 5-year Transportation Improvement Plan, the
following segments are planned for reconstruction in the next 2 years:

e Adams Avenue NW (CSAH 11) from 5" Street NW to HWY 2 — Planned for 2028
Construction

e Lakewood Drive NW (CSAH 42) from Irvine Avenue NW to Bemidji Avenue N —
Planned for 2028 Construction

Other segments in the 3-5 year window:

e Carr Lake Road SE (CSAH 11) from HWY 71 to Paul Bunyan Drive SE (County
Road 50) — Planned for 2029

e Bemidji Avenue N from Trunk Highway 197 (CVS Pharmacy) to Annebell Street
NE — Planned for 2030

Project Estimates:

In anticipation of these upcoming county road projects, engineering staff hired Freeberg
& Grund to assist with a feasibility report in order to have more concise cost estimates
for the various segments. Below is a recap of the project cost estimates (rounded to
nearest $250K) from the preliminary engineering report prepared back in July 2025:

Adams Avenue NW (5t Street NW to HWY 2)
Sanitary Sewer Water Main
Total Estimated Cost: $3,000,000 $4,000,000
Combined estimated cost for sewer and water on Adams Avenue NW = $7,000,000

15t Street NW (Adams Avenue NW to Middle School Drive) — under HWY 2 Bypass

Though the entirety of 15" Street NW from Adams Avenue to Middle School Drive is not
currently programmed in the County’s 5-year road plan, staff wanted to discuss the
proposal of additional watermain looping under the HWY 2 Bypass to Middle School
Drive. The water & sewer cost estimate for Adams Avenue NW includes the cost to
extend services up to the 15" Street bridge based on the extents of the proposed
county roundabout. The type of construction anticipated for the Adams Avenue project
creates an opportunity to explore adding the extension of water main under the MnDOT
highway at a more economical price.

Sanitary Sewer Water Main
Total Estimated Cost: $0 $1,500,000
Combined estimated cost for sewer and water on 15t Street NW = $1,500,000

Lakewood Drive NW (HWY 71 to Bemidji Avenue N)

Lakewood Drive NW is a county owned segment that currently runs from HWY 71 to
Bemidji Avenue on the north side of the Bemid;i city limits. Roughly half of Lakewood
Drive is programmed for reconstruction, but the estimates shown below assume
extending water & sewer from Bemidji Avenue N to HWY 71. This would include roughly
$500,000 in road costs that the city may need to cover on Lakewood Drive from HWY
71 to Irvine Avenue NW.

Staff have received some interest from developers on or near this corridor for possible
expansions that could benefit from municipal services.

In order to match the County design & construction schedule, staff would look to begin a
consultant selection process based on the desired direction of the Council and have
those proposals back for Council approval in the next month or so. Project design is
estimated to be completed by end of 2027 for an anticipated Q1 2028 project
advertisement.

Council Feedback - Adams Ave / 15th St (Water & Sewer)

Council showed strong interest in pursuing a water main loop along Adams Ave (and
related 15th St segment) to improve system redundancy, fire protection, and pressure,
and to avoid relying on untreated well water in an emergency.

There was more caution and mixed views regarding extending sanitary sewer along this
corridor, particularly given:

o Location outside city limits (Bemidji Township)
o Limited expectation of near-term customers
e Recent annexation history and sensitivity

Council generally directed staff to continue developing the Adams/15th Street water
project, refine the scope and cost (including the sewer component), explore potential
funding tools (e.g., utility funds, bonding, possible PFAS-related eligibility), and return
with a clearer proposal before any commitment.

Council Feedback - Lakewood Dr (Water & Sewer)
Council expressed broad and stronger support for pursuing both water and sewer
extensions along Lakewood Dr:

e Recognized benefits for looping the north side of the water system and
improving fire protection.

« Noted that many adjacent properties are already city residents, and that
municipal sewer could directly support new housing development (rezoned land
near Hwy 71; potential Secluded Acres expansion).

Council supported staff continuing discussions with the county about expanding the
roadway project limits to cover the full Lakewood corridor, and refining utility cost
estimates and participation assumptions.

No formal action was taken, but there was clear direction for staff to:

o Treat Adams water looping and Lakewood extensions as priority planning
efforts.

« Bring back more detailed scope, cost, and funding options (and any needed
public process steps) for council review before moving toward design and
bonding decisions.

Public Hearing

Public Hearing-MS4 Permit - Storm Water Pollution Prevention Program (SWPPP)

One of the requirements of the City’s Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4)
permit is that an annual meeting must be held to update the city council and to allow the
public to make oral and/or written comments on the adequacy of the City’s Storm Water
Pollution Prevention Program (SWPPP).

The provisions of the permit require that over the 5-year life of the permit, the city
addresses the following six minimum control measures.

Public Education and Outreach

Public Participation / Involvement

lllicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

Construction Site Storm water Runoff Control

Post-Construction Storm Water Management for New Development &
Redevelopment

Pollution Prevention / Good Housekeeping for Municipal Operations

Permit accomplishments from the past year (2025) include:

1. Completed 18 commercial site plan reviews within the city. Development and
designs were reviewed for compliance with city and state runoff treatment and
runoff requirements.

Articles were published in the city’s newsletter about storm water management.

Updated storm water system map in the City of Bemidii.

Inspected the condition of 14 of the 177 city storm sewer outlets and 4 out of 29

city storm water ponds in 2025.

5. Erosion Control Residential & Commercial Site Inspections for 2025 totaled 45
sites inspected, with a total of over 270 individual site inspections completed and
documented over the course of the construction season.

6. The Street Department used the city’s rubber-tired backhoe on storm water
maintenance:

e Cleaning ends of culverts (outfalls)

e Ditch dredging

e Pond dredging (small ponds or swales)
¢ Installing rip rap materials

7. There was 349 LF of storm sewer pipe cleaned.

8. Approximately 1500 miles of street sweeping was completed which collected 457
cubic yards of street sweepings.

9. 2 manholes and catch basins had minor repairs completed on them.

10. 20 cubic yards of material was removed from storm sewer outfalls in ditches.

Hwn

Rain Barrel & Compost Bin Program Update

One of the requirements of our MS4 Program is that the City is required to organize and
complete a Public Involvement Activity each year. In 2022, the City implemented a rain
barrel program through the Recycling Association of Minnesota (RAM) website that
allows city residents to purchase rain barrels online at a discounted rate and reserve it
for pick-up. In 2024, Compost Bins were added to the program.

For 2026, staff pre-ordered 96 rain barrels & 72 compost bins. Orders are accepted
online using the RAM website on a first come, first serve basis until all the barrels and
compost bins are purchased ahead of the pick-up date. As the program has become
more popular, it's not uncommon for all barrels and bins to be sold out within a few days
of being made available.

The City subsidizes a portion of the cost of the rain barrel and compost bins, so that the
residents’ share is $30 for a rain barrel and $24 for a compost bin. The total city
contribution is roughly $14,000 to supplement the program using our Stormwater Utility
Fund.

Construction Inspection Software Update

Starting in 2024, staff implemented a new web-based program called “ComplianceGO”
which was designed to assist with tracking active construction projects throughout the
city limits and allowed staff to complete inspections from a phone or tablet. This new
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program has an added feature of allowing contractors or public users to use it, without a
fee, to track on-going inspections required with their projects that disturb over an acre
and are also governed by a MPCA Construction Stormwater General Permit. The
program tracks rainfall events in real-time and notifies staff and other users when
inspections are required based on those pre-set limits set in the system. With the
onboarding of a summer engineering intern in 2025, staff were able to be much more
proactive in stormwater inspections, totaling nearly 300 separate site visits over the
course of the summer.

Adopt—a—Drain Program

Staff have been discussing the potential implementation of an Adopt—a—Drain program
for the City of Bemidji for a few years. With the June 21st derecho, it was apparent that
having something in place to get community assistance to maintain our existing catch
basins in potential emergency scenarios, but also for an everyday learning tool is a
good idea. Hamline University has a platform that allows communities to import their
storm sewer system information which allows community members and residents the
ability to claim a catch basin in their neighborhood and report data to a parent website
when it's cleaned & maintained. This platform would also allow for a pathway to provide
information about our MS4 program and the importance of understanding where our
storm water goes. Staff are still working on an implementation timeline and the exact
platform but plan to roll something out before the next annual update.

Pursuant to published notice, a public hearing was held regarding the MS4 Permit —
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Program. Mayor Prince opened the hearing at 6:14
p.m.

Councilmembers addressed questions with staff.
Hearing no further comments, Prince closed the Public Hearing at 6:24 p.m.

Public Hearing for Possible Charter Amendment (Section 6.01)

Spiczka stated that this charter amendment includes gender neutral pronouns and
eliminates “indefinite term” for the City Manager. Pursuant to published notice a public
hearing was held regarding input on recommended Charter Amendment for Section
6.01. Mayor Prince opened the Public Hearing at 6:26 p.m. Hearing no public
comments, Mayor Prince closed the Public Hearing at 6:26 p.m.

Public Hearing for Possible Charter Amendment (Section 6.02)

Spiczka stated that this charter amendment provides for more flexibility in designating a
person or persons to perform the duties of city manager in the event of absence,
disability or vacancy. Pursuant to published notice, a public hearing was held regarding
input on recommended Charter Amendment for Section 6.02. Mayor Prince opened the
Public Hearing at 6:27 p.m. Hearing no public comments, Mayor Prince closed the
Public Hearing at 6:28 p.m.

Public Hearing for Winkk Inc. (dba Keg N'Cork) for the Seasonal Expansion of Liquor
License Regarding Outdoor Dining and Permit for Street/Sidewalk Café

opened the Public Hearing at 6:29 p.m. Hearing no public comments, Mayor Prince

unanimous voice vote.

Business

Consider Vision Statement for Local Climate Action Planning Grant

Assistant Planner Melissa Fahrenbruch reported on progress under the MPCA Local
Climate Action Planning Grant and requested council direction on a vision statement for
the final report and integration into the Comprehensive Plan.

Grant status & purpose
o Grant was approved in late 2024; work has been underway with the Great Plains
Institute as primary consultant and HRDC as a partner.
« The grant focuses on electrification, vehicles, and charging infrastructure within a
broader climate/sustainability context.
e The grant work and report need to be completed by end of June, with the final
plan intended to be folded into the City’s Comprehensive Plan.

Community and staff input
o Two community surveys were conducted (one led by Great Plains Institute — 33
responses; one by HRDC — over 100 responses, recently closed).
o Storm-related disruptions prevented in-person survey collection at summer
picnics.
« Department heads were also asked for feedback, especially on what is
realistically achievable.
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Three draft vision approaches presented

1. Action-focused — more concrete steps and bullets (e.g., education, supporting
private charging, exploring fleet transition).

2. Vision-focused — higher-level, value-based statement (sustainability, diverse
transportation options, health/wellness), aligning with the existing
Comprehensive Plan and GreenStep Cities work.

3. Metric-focused — specific numeric targets and timelines for EV adoption and
infrastructure, which staff noted would be more difficult to commit to given
funding and technology uncertainties.

Council discussed the three options for the climate/EV vision statement. Members
expressed concern about committing to specific numeric targets or fleet transitions
without clear funding, technology readiness, or broader community input, favoring a
flexible, high-level statement aligned with existing Comprehensive Plan priorities. While
some members preferred a more action-focused approach, the majority supported using
the vision-focused option as written.

Motion by Thayer, seconded by Eaton, to move forward with Vision Statement
Approach 2: Vision-Focused as presented. Motion carried by the following roll
call vote: Yeas: Thayer, Eaton, Rivera, Fiskevold Gould. Nays: Dickinson,
Peterson, Prince.

Approve Temporary 1-4 Day Liquor License for Jaycees Water Carnival

Background:

Despite being more physically fit and healthier than the general population, both career and
volunteer/paid-on-call firefighters experience cancer at higher rates than those in the
communities they serve. Studies continue to show that firefighters are acutely exposed to known
carcinogens during structure and other fires and are continually exposed through turnout gear
soiled by toxic combustion byproducts.

In recent years, fire departments across Minnesota have implemented turnout gear
decontamination procedures post-fire events to help reduce firefighter exposure to toxic
combustion byproducts. At the same time, mechanical turnout gear washers/extractors/dryers
have been introduced as an effective and efficient means for firefighters to clean their soiled
turnout gear and greatly reduce their exposure to combustion byproducts. Since its inception,
this program has awarded more than $2.5 million to the Minnesota Fire Service.

Recommendation:

Staff requests that the Bemidji City Council approve the Bemidji Fire Department's entry into a
reimbursement agreement with the Minnesota Department of Public Safety - State Fire Marshal
Division for eligible costs associated with the purchase and installation of firefighter turnout gear
cleaning equipment, not to exceed a total cost of $7,931.25. As part of the agreement, the
Bemidji Fire Department will contribute $2056.25 as a match.

This Fire Service Advisory Committee Allocation Gear Washer & Extractor Program Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered
into by the State of Minnesota, acting through its Commissioner of Public Safety on behalf of the State Fire Marshal
division (“DPS-SFM”), and Bemidji Fire Department (“Recipient”).
DPS-SFM and Recipient may be referred to jointly as “Parties.”

Recitals

WHEREAS, pursuant to Minn. Stat. §§ 2971.06, subd. 3 and 299F.012, the fire safety account (“FSA”) is established in the
state treasury and the Commissioner of Public Safety (“Commissioner”) is authorized to expend funds for activities and
programs recommended by the Fire Service Advisory Committee (“FSAC”); and

WHEREAS, following publication of a Notice of Request for Submissions for State Fiscal Year 2026 One-Time Fire Safety
Account Proposals in the Minnesota State Register on April 14, 2025, FSAC reviewed and recommended funding
allocations from the FSA, including funding for the Gear Washer and Extractor Program administered by the Department
of Public Safety, State Fire Marshal Division (DPS-SFM”); and

WHEREAS, the Recipient submitted an application to DPS-SFM for participation in the Gear Washer and Extractor
Program and was determined by DPS-SFM to be eligible for reimbursement under the program requirements

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

Agreement

1. Term of Agreement
1.1 This Agreement will become effective on the date the last signature is obtained and will expire on June 30,
2027, or when all obligations pursuant to this Agreement have been satisfactorily fulfilled, whichever occurs
last.

2. Scope of Reimbursement, Budget Detail, and Reimbursement Provisions
DPS-SFM will provide reimbursement to Recipient for costs subsequently identified. Expenses incurred by the
Recipient are only eligible for reimbursement if those expenses are incurred prior to June 30, 2027. No expenses
incurred by the Recipient after June 30, 2027 will be eligible for reimbursement by DPS-SFM under this
Agreement. Reimbursement amount is determined by DPS-SFM based on Recipients application and currently
available funds. Recipient is also required to provide a match in the total cost.

Subject to the terms of this Agreement and the availability of appropriated funds, the Minnesota
Department of Public Safety, State Fire Marshal Division (“DPS-SFM”) agrees to reimburse the Recipient for
eligible costs associated with the purchase and installation of approved firefighter turnout gear cleaning
equipment identified in the Recipient’s approved application under the 2026—-2027 Gear Washer/Extractor
Program.

Eligible expenses must be incurred on or before June 30, 2027. Any costs incurred after June 30, 2027 are
not eligible for reimbursement under this Agreement. The reimbursement amount is based upon the
Recipient’s approved application, equipment category, and required local match percentage established by
DPS-SFM.

The Recipient was approved for the purchase/Installation of: Gear Washer/Extractor

The Recipient’s fire department service population falls within the 25,001-50,000 population
category, requiring a local match contribution equal to Thirty-Five ( 35%) of the total approved
reimbursement amount.

The total approved reimbursement amount is Seven Thousand Nine Hundred Thirty-One and 25/100 Dollars
($7,931.25 ), allocated as follows:

Recipient required match: Two Thousand Fifty-Six and 25/100 Dollars ($2,056.25 ); and
DPS-SFM reimbursement amount not to exceed Five Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy-Five and 0/100  Dollars
($5,875.00 ).

Reimbursement is limited to actual eligible and documented expenses and shall not exceed the maximum
reimbursement amount stated above.

2.2 Reimbursement Documentation and Financial Reporting
The Recipient shall submit reimbursement requests to DPS-SFM supported by a reconciled financial
summary identifying actual expenses related to the approved equipment purchase and installation

described in Section 2.1.

Reimbursement requests must include:

° Itemized invoices;
° Proof of payment;
° Installation documentation, if applicable; and

. Any additional supporting documentation reasonably requested by DPS-SFM.

The Recipient shall submit reimbursement documentation electronically to fm.grants.dps@state.mn.us, or
their designee, no later than thirty (30) calendar days following the end of the calendar quarter in which the
expenses were incurred. For example, expenses incurred between April 1 and June 30 must be submitted no
later than July 30 of that same calendar year.

2.3 Review and Approval of Reimbursement Requests

Upon receipt of a reimbursement request submitted pursuant to Section 2.2, DPS-SFM shall review the
request and supporting documentation to determine whether the expenses are eligible and allowable under
this Agreement and the program requirements.

If the reimbursement request is approved, DPS-SFM shall notify the Recipient within a reasonable
timeframe. If DPS-SFM identifies any disputed, incomplete, or ineligible expense, DPS-SFM shall notify the
Recipient within forty-five (45) calendar days following receipt of the reimbursement request.

The Parties shall work cooperatively to resolve any disputed reimbursement items prior to the applicable
State fiscal year accounting close (“hard close”) associated with the fiscal year in which the expenses were
incurred. Any expense determined by DPS-SFM to be ineligible, unsupported, or outside the scope of the
approved application shall remain the sole responsibility of the Recipient and shall not be reimbursed by
DPS-SFM.

Following approval of a reimbursement request, the Recipient shall submit an itemized invoice to DPS-SFM
reflecting the approved reimbursement amount.

2.4 Payment

DPS-SFM shall process approved reimbursement payments through the Statewide Integrated Financial Tools
(“SWIFT”) system within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of a proper invoice from the Recipient for
approved expenses.

2.5 Compliance with Laws and Program Requirements

The Parties agree to comply with all applicable federal and state laws, rules, regulations, policies,
procedures, and program requirements governing the 2026—2027 Gear Washer/Extractor Program and this
Agreement, including applicable policies and procedures of the Department of Public Safety, DPS-SFM, and
the Recipient.

Liability

State Audits

If the Recipient receives a request to release data referred to in this clause, the Recipient will immediately notify
and consult with the DPS-SFM Authorized Representative as to how the Recipient will respond to the request.
Recipient’s response to the request will comply with applicable law.

Venue
Venue for all legal proceedings out of this Agreement, or its breach, must be in the appropriate state or federal
court with competent jurisdiction in Ramsey County, Minnesota.

Termination

9.1 Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without cause, upon 30 days’ written notice
to the other party. Termination must be by written or fax notice to the other party. The State is not obligated
to reimburse costs incurred after notice and effective date of termination.

9.2 Termination for Insufficient Funding.
The State may immediately terminate this Agreement if the funding mechanism contemplated by the
Agreement is impacted by any legislative change to the provisions of Minn. Stat. § 299F.012, or any successor
provision thereto, in a manner that would cause this Agreement to be held invalid under Minnesota law.

Severability
Each provision of this Agreement will be interpreted in a way that is valid under applicable Minnesota law. If any
provision is held invalid, the remainder of this Agreement will remain in full effect.

Background:

City staff has identified the need to lower a stormwater catch basin within Paul Bunyan Plaza.
During rain events, the current drainage flow causes stormwater to collect within a planter area,
resulting in landscape materials being washed away. This has created unnecessary maintenance
and ongoing upkeep needs for City staff.

To address this issue, the City requested proposals for the Paul Bunyan Plaza Concrete Project,
located at 300 Bemidji Avenue NW. The project includes the installation of approximately
1,002.5 square feet of 6-inch colored concrete, light grading, dowel installation, rebar
reinforcement, finishing, curing, and cleanup of the project area.

The City will complete the concrete removals and lower the stormwater structure prior to the
contractor beginning work. Per the RFP, work shall be completed in 2026 and shall not begin
before September 14, 2026.

Quote Summary
Staff received three quotes for the project. The cost estimates are listed below from lowest to
highest:

Contractor Quote Amount
Jacobon's Concrete & Masonry $9,750.00
Bowman and Sons $10,000.00
Crete & Co LLC $14,028.00

Based on the submitted quotes, Jacobson’s Concrete & Masonry provided the lowest cost
estimate for the Paul Bunyan Plaza Concrete Project. The submitted proposal includes colored
concrete replacement, dowel installation, and rebar reinforcement consistent with the general
scope of the RFP.

Awarding the project will allow the City to complete the concrete replacement in 2026 while
improving the condition, appearance, and long-term usability of the plaza area.

Background:

The June 20, 2025 storm resulted in significant damage to the City’s urban forest, requiring
the removal of numerous trees across public rights-of-way and City-owned properties. As
part of the City’s recovery and reforestation efforts, the Parks & Trails Department applied
for the 2026 DNR RelLeaf grant. A portion of the grant funding request included the planting
of 186 trees within a specific area identified under the grant requirements.

The Parks & Trails Department is seeking approval for contractor services to complete
procurement, installation, and one year of establishment care for the 186 trees. Proper
installation and follow-up watering are critical to the survival and long-term health of newly
planted trees.

Services shall include procuring, installing, and providing establishment care for 186 trees.
The contractor shall also supply and install 36 cubic yards of double-shredded mulch and
construct three-foot mulch rings at each tree. In addition, the contractor shall install City-
supplied tree stakes, tree guards, and tree watering bags. The contractor shall provide
watering services for a period of one year from the respective planting dates. Water for
watering operations shall be supplied by the City.

Contractor Selection

There was a bidding process that included an RFP being sent out to vendors. The City
received a solo bid from Nature’s Edge Garden Center of Bemidji, MN for the price of
$166,043.40. Nature’s Edge Garden Center was selected based on acquiring the proper
licenses/certifications spelled out in the grant requirements. As well as their ability to
complete the required tree procurement, installation, and establishment care services in
accordance with the grant scope and City needs. The scope of work includes the
procurement and installation of 186 trees, mulch installation, placement of City-supplied tree
stakes, guards, and watering bags, and one year of watering and establishment care.

Recommendation:

Approve the selection of Nature’s Edge Garden Center of Bemidji, MN to complete
procurement, installation, and one year of establishment care for 186 trees in the amount of
$166,043.40 to be funded by the 2026 DNR RelLeaf Community Forest Grant.
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CONSULTANT SERVICE CONTRACT

This Contract (the “Contract”) is made this ___ day of July, 2026, by and between the
City of Bemidji, a municipal corporation under the laws of the State of Minnesota, located at 317
4th Street NW, Bemidji, MN 56601, and Nature’s Edge Garden Center, a Landscape company
_under the laws of the State of Minnesota , located at 51676 US-71, Bemidji. MN 56601
“CONSULTANT?™); (collectively the “PARTIES™).

WHEREAS, CITY requires services in conjunction for the 2026 Community Tree Project
(exhibit 1) (the “Project™); and

WHEREAS, CONSULTANT agrees to furnish all labor, materials, equipment, and
services necessary to complete the 2026 Community Tree Project in accordance with Exhibit 1,
including tree installation, mulching, staking, tree guard installation, watering bag installation,
and ongoing watering services. Work shall begin on or after September 1, 2026. Tree installation
shall be completed within two weeks of the start date (weather pending), and watering services
shall continue for onc year from the date of the 186th tree installation, with water to be supplied
by CITY.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises contained
herein, the Parties agree as follows:

SECTION I - CONSULTANT'S SERVICES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

A Scope of Services. CONSULTANT agrees to perform various Project services as
detailed in Exhibit 1, Scope of Services, attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference (the “services™).

B. Changes to Scope of Services/Additional Services. Upon mutual agreement of the
PARTIES hereto pursuant to Section VI, of this Contract, a change to the scope of
services detailed in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, may be authorized. In the event that such
a change to the scope of services detailed in Exhibit | requires additional services by
CONSULTANT, CONSULTANT shall be entitled to additional compensation consistent
with Section IlI of this Contract. CONSULTANT shall give notice to CITY of any
additional services prior to furnishing such additional services. CITY may request an
estimate of additional cost from CONSULTANT, and upon receipt of the request,
CONSULTANT shall furnish such cost estimate for such additional services prior to
CITY s authorization of the changed scope of services.

C. Changed Conditions. If CONSULTANT determines that any services it has been
directed or requested to perform by CITY are beyond the scope of services detailed in
Exhibit 1, or that, duc to changed conditions or changes in the method or manner of
administration of the Project, CONSULTANTs effort required to perform its services
under this Contract exceeds the estimate that formed the basis for CONSULTANT s
compensation, CONSULTANT shall promptly notify CITY of that fact. Upon mutual
agreement of the PARTIES hereto pursuant to Section VI, of this Contract, additional
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compensation for such services, and/or an extension of time for completion thereof, may
be authorized. In the absence of such a mutual agreement, amounts of compensation and
time for completion shall be equitably adjusted, provided that CONSULTANT first
provides notice to CITY as required by this Paragraph and CITY has not terminated this
Contract pursuant to Section IV, Paragraph B.

Standard of Care. Services provided by CONSULTANT or its subcontractors under
this Contract will be conducted in a manner consistent with that level of care and skill
ordinarily exercised by members of CONSULTANT s profession or industry.
CONSULTANT shall be liable to the fullest extent permitted under applicable law,
without limitation, for any injuries, loss, or damages proximately caused by
CONSULTANT's breach of this standard of care. CONSULTANT shall put forth
reasonable efforts to complete its duties in a timely manner. CONSULTANT shall not be
responsible for delays caused by factors beyond its control or that could not be
reasonably foreseen at the time of execution of this Contract. CONSULTANT shall be
responsible for costs, delays or damages arising from unreasonable delays in the
performance of its duties or services.

Insurance. CONSULTANT shall not commence work under this Contract until
CONSULTANT has obtained all insurance required herein and such insurance amounts
specified herein have been verified by CITY. nor shall CONSULTANT allow any
subcontractor to commence work on a subcontract until such subcontractor has obtained
like insurance covering as to worker's compensation, liability, and automobile insurance.
All such insurance coverage shall be maintained at all times while this Contract is in
effect.

1. CONSULTANT agrees to procure and maintain, at CONSULTANT's expense,
the following insurance policies, subject to the requirements in this and including

Except for a good faith dispute, if CITY fails to make any
payment due CONSULTANT for services performed to the satisfaction of the CITY s
Parks & Trails Director and expenses within Thirty (30) days after the date of
CONSULTANT’s invoice, CONSULTANT may, after giving Seven (7) days written
notice to CITY, and without waiving any claim or right against CITY and without
incurring liability to CITY, suspend services and withhold Project deliverables due under
this Contract until CONSULTANT has been paid in full all amounts due for services
rendered to the date of suspension along with applicable expenses and charges related to
the services rendered by CONSULTANT to CITY to the date of suspension.

SECTION IV — TERM AND TERMINATION

Term. This Contract shall be in effect until such time as the Project is completed,
September 15, 2026, weather pending or as otherwise provided in this Contract.

Termination. This Contract may be terminated by either PARTY for any reason or for
convenience by either PARTY upon Seven (14) written notice.

satisfaction of the CITY s Parks & Trails Director , as determined by CITY.

SECTION V — INDEMNIFICATION

CONSULTANT shall indemnify, protect, save, and hold harmless CITY, and its
respective officials, directors, employees, and agents, from and against any claims,
liability, damages, costs, judgments, or expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, to
the extent attributable to or caused by the negligent or otherwise wrongful acts or
omissions, including breach of a specific contractual duty, of CONSULTANT or
CONSULTANT's subcontractors, agents, employees, members, vendors, or delegates
with respect to this Contract, the Project, or the services. CONSULTANT shall defend
CITY against the foregoing, or litigation in connection with the foregoing, at
CONSULTANTs expense, with counsel reasonably acceptable to CITY, except that for
professional liability claims, CONSULTANT shall have no upfront duty to defend CITY,
but shall reimburse defense costs to CITY to the same extent of CONSUTANT s
indemnity obligation herein. CITY, at its expense, shall have the right to participate in
the defense of any claims or litigation and shall have the right to approve any settlement,
which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed. The
indemnification provisions of this Section shall not apply to damages or other losses
proximately caused by or resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of CITY.
All indemnification obligations shall survive termination, cxpiration or cancellation of
this Contract. CONSULTANT agrees, that in order to protect itself and CITY under the
indemnity provisions set forth above, CONSULTANT will at all times during the term of
this Contract keep in force policies of insurances required in Section I of this Contract,
Nothing in this Contract shall be construed to waive any immunities, defenses, or
limitations to which CITY is entitled under Minn. Stat. Chapter 466 or otherwise.

CITY shall indemnify protect, save, and hold harmless CONSULTANT, and its
respective officers, directors, employees, members, and agents, from and against any
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claims, liability, damages, costs, judgments, or expenses. including reasonable attorney’s
fees, to the extent attributable to or caused by the negligent or otherwise wrongful acts or
omissions of CITY or its agents, employees, contractors or subcontractors with respect to
CITY s performance of its obligations under this Contract. CITY shall defend
CONSULTANT against the foregoing, or litigation in connection with the foregoing, at
CITY s expense. CONSULTANT, at its expense, shall have the right to participate in the
defense of any Claims or litigation. The indemnification provision of this Section shall
not apply to damages or other losses proximately caused by or resulting from the
negligence or willful misconduct of CONSULTANT. All indemnification obligations
shall survive termination, expiration or cancellation of this Contract,

Nothing contained in this Contract shall create a contractual relationship with or a cause
of action in favor of a third party against CITY or CONSULTANT. CONSULTANT’s
services under this Contract are being performed solely for CITY’s benefit, and no other
entity shall have any claim against CONSULTANT because of this Contract or the
performance or nonperformance of services by CONSULTANT provided hereunder.

SECTION VI - GENERAL TERMS

Voluntary and Knowing Action. The PARTIES, by executing this Contract, state that
they have carefully read this Contract and understand fully the contents hereof; that in
executing this Contract they voluntarily accept all terms described in this Contract
without duress, coercion, undue influence, or otherwise, and that they intend to be legally
bound hereby.

Authorized Signatories. The PARTIES each represent and warrant to the other that: (1)
the persons signing this Contract are authorized signatories for the entities represented,
and (2) no further approvals, actions or ratifications are needed for the full enforceability
of this Contract against it.

CITY and CONSULTANT agree to negotiate all disputes between
them in good faith for a period of Thirty (30) days from the date of notice of dispute prior
to proceeding to formal dispute resolution or exercising their rights under law.

Electronic/Digital Data. Because of the potential instability of electronic/digital data
and susceptibility to unauthorized changes, copies of documents that may be relied upon
by CITY are limited to the printed copies (also known as hard copies) that are signed or
sealed by CONSULTANT. Except for electronic/digital data, which is specifically
identified as a Project deliverable by this Contract, or except as otherwise explicitly
provided in this Contract, all electronic/digital data developed by CONSULTANT as part
of the Project is acknowledged to be an internal working document for CONSULTANT s
purposes solely and any such information provided to CITY shall be on an “as is™ basis
strictly for the convenience of CITY without any warranties of any kind. In the event of
any conflict between a hard copy document and the electronic/digital data, the hard copy
document governs. The electronic/digital data shall be prepared in the current software in
use by CONSULTANT and is not warranted to be compatible with other systems or
software.

Independent Contractor Status. CONSULTANT, at all times and for all purposes
hereunder, shall be an independent contractor and is not an employee of CITY for any
purpose. No statement contained in this Contract shall be construed so as to find
CONSULTANT to be an employee of CITY, and CONSULTANT shall not be entitled to
any of the rights, privileges, or benefits of employees of CITY, including but not limited
to, workers” compensation, health/death benefits, and indemnification for third-party
personal injury/property damage claims. CONSULTANT acknowledges that no
withholding or deduction for State or Federal income taxes, FICA, FUTA, or otherwise,
will be made from the payments due CONSULTANT under this Contract, and that it is
CONSULTANT’s sole obligation to comply with the applicable provisions of all Federal
and State tax laws.

3, and other applicable law,
CONSULTANT consents to disclosure of its social security number, federal employer
tax identification number, and/or Minnesota tax identification number, already provided
to CITY, to federal and state agencies and state personnel involved in the payment of
CITY obligations.

1.03 WARRANTY

A. All material shall be guaranteed by the Contractor to be in good, healthy, and vigorous
conditions of active growth typical of the species for a period of one full year from planting
date.

B. Material that at any time during the Warranty period dies or is in obviously declining
condition shall be removed immediately and replaced as soon as favorable conditions exist.

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PART 2 PRODUCTS
2.01 TREES
A. A variety of 186 tree stock, balled and burlapped and container sizes (15 gallon) to be
planted and warrantied for ONE year from the trees “plant date”.

B. Ball and burlapped tree stock cannot exceed a 2.5” caliper. Container (15 gallon) tree stock

D. Straight trunks with leader intact, undamaged, and uncut. Old abrasions and cuts shall be
completely callused over. Measure when branches are in their normal position. Height and
spread dimensions specified refer to the main body of the tree and not from branch or root

tip to tip.

E. The determining measurement for trees shall be the caliber, which shall be taken 6 inches
above the ground for trees up to 2.5” caliper.

F. Tree guards will be supplied by the City and shall be installed by the Contractor on each
tree. With the exception to the 17 White Pines and 3 Tamarack.

2.02 MULCH
A. The contractor shall create three-foot diameter mulch rings around the base of the tree.
B. Double shredded hardwood mulch 4"<,
C. The mulch will be a consistent depth of four inches.
2.03 TREE STAKING
A. The City will supply tree staking for the Contractor to install on each newly planted tree.

B. Each newly planted tree will consist of three stakes.

2.04 TREE GUARDS
A. The City will supply tree guards for the Contractor to install on each newly planted tree.

B. Each newly planted tree will consist of one tree guard. With the exception to the 17 White
Pines and 3 Tamarack.
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2.05 WATERING

A. The City will supply water and the contractor is responsible for checking in at the Public
Works office prior to getting water. Public Works facility, 1351 5" St NW, Bemidji, MN.
Hours of operation, 8:00am — 3:30pm, Monday — Friday. Closed on federal/state holidays.

B. The City will supply a 15 gallon tree bag for each newly planted tree for the Contractor to
install at the time of planting and use during the watering process. With the exception to
the 17 White Pines and 3 Tamarack.

C. The Contractor will water each newly planted tree at a minimum of twice a week for the
first four weeks.

D. After the first the four weeks, the Contractor will water each newly planted tree at a
minimum of once a week through the growing season. (May 1% - October 15™)

PART 3 EXECUTION

3.01 PLANTING TREES, TREE GUARDS, MULCH AND STAKING

A. Contractor shall start planting the trees on or after September 1%, 2026 and be completed
within two weeks of the start date. (weather-pending mutual agreement)

B. It will be the responsibility of the contractor to call in locates for utilities prior to any soil
excavation. Contractor is responsible for spoils from digging holes.

C. The contractor will be given access to the City’s “tree collector” app with precise locations of
trees. Along with a document noting where trees are to be planted. (see attached exhibits)

D. Excavate pits, beds, and trenches with vertical sides and with the bottom of the excavation
slightly raised at the center to provide proper drainage. Loosen hard subsoils in the bottom
of the excavation.

E. For balled and burlapped trees, make excavations at least half again as wide as the ball
diameter and equal to the ball depth. Allow for setting the ball on a 3 inch layer of good
quality topsoil.

F. For container grown stock, excavate as specified for balled and burlapped stock, adjusted to
the size of the container width and depth. Cut into the sides of the root ball, approximately
1/3 through the ball to loosen the root mass prior to planting.

G. Retain a portion of the existing subsoils and thoroughly mix approximately 25% with 75% new
topsoil. Place the soil mixture under and around the new plantings.

H. Set the balled and burlapped stock on a layer of good quality topsoil and subsoil mixture,
plumb and in the center of the pit or trench with the top of the ball 3" higher than the adjacent
finished landscape elevations. Remove the burlap from the top and 1/3 the depth of the sides
of balls. Retain the burlap on the remaining 2/3 of the sides and bottom. When the planting
is set, place additional backfill around the base and sides of ball, and work each layer to settle
the backfill and eliminate voids and air pockets.

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I. Fill approximately 1/2 of the excavations with the topsoil and subsoil mixture, then water
thoroughly and allow it to percolate out before placing additional backfill. Once the backfill
operations are complete, thoroughly water the plants again.

A. Watering MUST take place weekly throughout the growing season (May 1% — October 15") by
